Fantasy Gift From Santa

Magazine Article Instructions:  

Embroidery machine used to create ornament:

Bernina 200E

Embroidery designs used:

L’Combi / Bowl collection from Zundt Designs

Other designs were from my own digitized collection

Inspiration for ornament:

I think this is what all girls would like to see spilling out of their gifts form Santa. (At least that was my fantasy!) 

Special technique:

I digitized the free standing lace with the star and formed the box and lined 

it with Timtex to make it more sturdy. I filled the inside with polyester fill (3/4 full) and then put the Zundt Bowl (without the sides sewn up) into the top and had it extended out a bit. 

All the pearls and beads and sequins are glued in with strands of metallic thread and ribbon. 

I glued the bow and thread to the top along with the tag: “From Santa”.

Box:

I digitized one side of the box and then made six sides then sewed them altogether to form the box. 

This was a learning experience. It took a lot of tries to get the freestanding lace just right.

 More Detailed Instructions To Make This Ornament
1. Hoop two layers of ultra solvy stabilizer or aqua mesh (best). 

   It would be best to embroider out one side at a time. Use the same thread in both bobbin         and top thread.

2. Embroider your choice of combinations of designs...sideornament or starsideornament designs. Make 4 sides and one top and one bottom.  

   I made 4 starsideornament designs for sides  and 2 sideornament designs for top and bottom. You may wish to choose differently.

3. Soak your designs in cold water taking them out quickly to leave a lot of stiffness to them.

4. Using the starsideornament designs and a zig-zag stitch, sew the sides together leaving a line of 4 sides.

Zig-zag stitch the bottom to the sides sewing all four sides of the bottom to the sides: 

       Sew  side 1 to one side of bottom, then sew side 2 to next side of bottom, sew side 3          to next side and side 4 to the last side of bottom.  Then sew side1 to side 4. This will be difficult as you will have to maneuver your box in a tight space. After it is all sewn then you can shape it correctly.

It is easier sewing the last side up to close  in the box after you add the bottom. 

5. With the 2nd sideornament design  sew with the zig-zag stitch onto one side of the top of the box so that it opens and closes.

6.  Depending on the stiffness of the lace sides ,you may want to use Timtex to line the box to make it sturdier.

Cut timtex the same size as the lace sides and line your box with it.

7.  After your box is lined, fill about half way or 3/4 way with polyester filling and 

   I laid my doily (you may use any small doily design) over the top of the filling (With the doily hanging

   over the edge of the box) to use as the bottom for all your beads and embellishments.  

   Just glue them in decoratively till the box is spilling over with the 

   embellishments. Use your imagination and glue gun.

8. Use a small string to glue to the underside middle of the top and glued to the middle of the embellishents 

   to keep the top in place( half opened).

9. I made a bow to glue to the top of the box to look like a present and put a gift-tag on top....From Santa.

10. Make a hanger from a string of pearls forming a loop and gluing to the box.
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
