Applique and Cutwork Alphabet Banner
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MATERIALS:
1.  Off cuts fabrics of your choice for Background 
2. Pieces of organza
3. WSS stabilizer (Water Soluble Stabilizer)
4. Embroidery Threads
5. Scissors (Fine Sharp point)
6. Temporary Spray glue/magic tape/pins
7. Alphabet Design Set from Crafty Creations


Method:
1. Hoop double layer WSS in hoop
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2. Load your chosen design on the machine 
3. Baste your fabric on top of the WSS in place
4. Stitch the first colour and remove hoop from machine (BUT DO NOT REMOVE WSS FROM  HOOP)
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5. Cut away the fabric outside the stitch line but careful not to cut the stitches or the WSS at the back 
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6. Return to the machine 
7. Stitch the next colour which is the outside satin and buttonholes 
8. Next colour is the outline for the letter 
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9. After the outline stitched take the hoop out of the machine (BUT DO NOT TAKE THE FABRIC OUT OF THE HOOP)
10. Cut out the base fabric inside the stitch line but be careful not to snip the WSS
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11. After you cut it out put a double layer of organza over the design and secure it with spay glue or magic tape or pins but be sure that it is outside the stitch area.
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12. Return to machine and stitch next colour stop
13. Take out of machine (BUT NOT OUT OF HOOP)
14. Cut away the organza on the outside of the stitchline (do not snip the stitches)
15. Return to the machine and continue the design
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16. Follow these steps for all the letters you need for your banner or project
