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CUTWORK ROSES

 THREAD  – MARATHON RAYON

INSTRUCTIONS FOR CUTWORK.

Place a layer of Wash Away Stabilizer and the material you want to use in your 4x4 Hoop. The colour Brown is always first and it is for the Tacking Stitches. You can use the colour you want the cutwork to be. It is only to stop the machine, so that you can cut away the material, while still in the Hoop. Do not cut away the Wash Away Stabilizer on the bottom, because your cutwork must stitch on the stabilizer. Cut the material away neatly, as you will not have a lot of loose threads sticking out afterwards. If it happens that you cut away part of the Wash Away Stabilizer, just put another piece on top of the cutwork area. You can use the same colour for the bobbin and the top Thread, as it will give a lovely effect on the back of the design. The second colour I made white, so that you can use your own colours again if you wish to do so, and for the machine to stop. I just worked with the Lime Green right from the start, as I wanted the cutwork the same colour as the leaves and stems of the roses. If you are finished stitching out the design, just give it a rinse in luke warm water for the stabilizer to dissolve and put on a towel to dry. Just cut away any loose threads cautiously, if there are any, on the cutwork with very sharp small scissors.  I always iron on the back of the material, to let the designs stand out more at the end. So for my 1st three steps , of all the designs, I just used Lime Green, and only changed the colour of the roses at the end. You can just use your own favourite colours. 
Design  4.
1. Brown-Tacking Stitches
2. White-Cutwork

3. Lime Green-Leaves and Stems

4. Light Purple-Roses
